Opening Ceremonies Contest

Region II FFA will conduct an Opening Ceremonies Contest at the Region II leadership camp.  Complete rules for the competition are listed below.

The objectives of the FFA Opening Ceremonies contest are designed to develop public

speaking skills and promote the proper use of the Official FFA Opening Ceremonies.

Opening Ceremonies Contest Rules:

1. Each team will consist of six members (including President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, Reporter and Sentinel.) There must be the proper amount of students present in order to participate. If there are partial teams chapters may combine to create a full team.

2. Participating team members must all wear official FFA dress. The judges will use their discretion in penalizing a team for lack of official dress.

3. The six officers shall consist of President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, Reporter and

Sentinel. Upon entering the room, the officers should take their place according to their stations.

4. After each officer is at their proper station, opening ceremonies should be performed. The president must stop after the brotherhood paragraph is completed. Once a team has finished they must exit and return to their seats.

5.NO BOOKS OR SCRIPT MAY BE USED. The student should recite their parts from

memory.

6. A gravel should also be used properly during the ceremonies. One tap signifies to adjourn or to sit. Two taps signifies the opening of the meeting. Three taps call for the presenters to stand in unison on the third tap.

7.  No one except judges, regional staff, or assigned contest assistants may communicate in any way with the team competing after the contest has begun.

8. There is no time limit to this contest.

Scoring:

Each judge will independently score and rank each team.  Teams will be judged on:

1. Accuracy: Each judge should rank each member on the accuracy of the respective Each judge should also watch for the accuracy of the gavel use (proper time, number of taps).

2. Expression: Each judge should rank each contestant as to their Voice (pitch, tempo, enthusiasm, volume), Stage Presence (poise, posture, eye contact, attitude), and Mechanics (diction, pronunciation).

3. Appearance: Each judge should rank each contestant as to their proper FFA attire and overall professional appearance.

Contestants will be judge from the point they enter the room to the end of the brotherhood paragraph.
